PLAY TIME 

Gather what your child will need 
to send Valentine cards. Whether 
they’re homemade or boxed cards, 

everyone enjoys getting a little “love” sent their 
way. Help your child make a list of the friends and 
family she wants to give a Valentine to this year. As 
you work together to make her Valentines, tell her 
that Jesus’ love is so big, He can love everyone on 
her list, including her! 

MORNING TIME
This month let your child wake up 
to, “Good morning, [child’s name]! 
Jesus loves you SO big!” Spread 

your arms out wide when you say “SO” and then 
give your child a hug.

CAR TIME
Every time you pick your child up 
to put him in his car seat, say this 
together: (hands under his arms) 

“One, two, three (you both squat down), Jesus 
loves meeee!” (Pick him up and put him in the 
car seat.) Say it again when you get him out of 
his car seat: (unbuckle and hands under his arms)  
“One, two, three . . . (lift him our of the seat), Jesus  
loves meeee!” 
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BATH TIME
Our verse this month talks about 
how wide, long, high, and deep 
God’s love is for us. As you run the 

bath water, talk about how it’s getting deeper and 
deeper and deeper, but nothing is deeper than 
Jesus’ love for us! 

CUDDLE TIME 

Cuddle up with your child and pray, 
“Dear God, thank You for giving 
me [child’s name] to love. She is so 

wonderful! I love how she [name things you love 
about your child]. As big as my love is for her, I 
know Your love is even bigger! And that makes 
me so happy knowing that You love her and want 
her to be with You forever. Thank You for loving us 
with such a big love, God. We love You, God. In 
Jesus’ name we pray, amen.”
